10 Then Shaphan the royal assistant told the king, “Hilkiah the priest has given me a book.” And 
Shaphan read from the book to the king.11 The king heard the words of the Book of the 
Teachings. Then he tore his clothes to show how upset he was. 12 He gave these orders to Hilkiah 
the priest and Ahikam son of Shaphan. He also gave them to Acbor son of Micaiah, Shaphan 
and Asaiah. Shaphan was the royal assistant. And Asaiah was the king’s servant. These were the 
orders: 13 “Go and ask the Lord about the words in the book that has been found. Ask for me 
and for all the people and for all Judah. The Lord’s anger is burning against us because our 
ancestors did not obey the words of this book.
